remainder of her allocated ships in 1922. Modifications
were minimal: principally the fitting of 75mm AA guns
(directly replacing the former German 8.8cm HA guns,
except that in Strasbourg (ex-Regensburg) they replaced
the superimposed 15cm gun aft, and in Colmar (ex-
Kolberg) they were installed on a new deckhouse aft of
the mainmast); Metz was also fitted with two 60cm
torpedo tubes in place of her original four 50cm models
(the submerged tubes were deleted).

Following nearly a year’s trials, Colmar sailed for the
Far East on 19 June 1922 to become flagship of the
Division Navale de l’Extrême Orient (DNEO), relieving
the armoured cruiser Montcalm, and arrived on 7
September. In 1923 she was at Vladivostok when the
Tokyo earthquake occurred, proceeding to provide aid at
Yokohama. She left Indochina in November 1924, being
relieved on station by the armoured cruisers Jules
Michelet and Victor Hugo, arriving back in France on 11
February 1925. Deemed unsuitable for further service,
Colmar was decommissioned in November. Plans to use
her for harbour service were not carried through, the ship
being cannibalised during 1926/27. Colmar was
condemned in July 1927. Sold at Brest in November
1928, she was towed to Dunkirk for scrapping the
following month.

Metz served in the Atlantic Light Division from
November 1921, before moving to the Mediterranean in
the spring of 1922, where she served with Mulhouse and
Strasbourg (and briefly also Thionville [ex-Novara]) in
the 3rd Light Division, renamed the 2nd Light Division
in December 1926. At first based in the Mediterranean,
the squadron was transferred to the Atlantic in August

1928, but all ships went into reserve, first at Brest, and
then at Landévennec, during 1929/30. The withdrawal of
the ex-German ships from service coincided with the
commissioning of French-built modern cruisers, begin-
ning with the three Duguay-Trouins in 1927 and the two
big Duquesnes in 1929.

With yet more new cruisers joining the fleet as the
1930s progressed, there was soon no need to retain the
older ships, even in reserve. Mulhouse was condemned
on 15 February 1933, Metz on 18 August; they were sold
for scrap that September and in the autumn of 1934
respectively. Partially dismantled – her after funnels had
been cut down and the mainmast removed even prior to
being moved to Landévennec – Metz caught fire in the
scrapyard that December. Strasbourg was renamed
Strasbourg II in early 1934 to free her name for the new
battleship, being moved to Landévennec in November.
However, on 15 January 1936 she arrived under tow at
Lorient to become the depot ship for the 6th Destroyer
Division, being stricken in June but retained as a hulk. 

From Reichsmarine to Kriegsmarine
Emden commissioned on 15 October 1925, bringing the
cruiser force up to five vessels and relieving Berlin in her
cadet-training role. Berlin then transferred to the Baltic
command, from which she took part in the 1927 fleet
cruise. The number of cadet training ships had, however,
been brought up to two when Hamburg took on the role
in 1925, undertaking a world cruise that lasted from 14
February 1926 until 20 March 1927. On her return, she
paid off in June 1927, Berlin returning to her former role

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taken in hand at the Deutsche Werke at Kiel during
1925/26 and given a very similar reconstruction to
Amazone and Nymphe, but had the conning tower
removed and the main-deck embrasures fore and aft
plated up; an additional broadside sponson was installed
on each side, where torpedo tubes had been installed in
the Reichsmarine refits. Having run trials from 7 August
1926, she left without armament (as Germany was
forbidden from exporting armed vessels) for the Adriatic,
to complete fitting out there. 

She arrived at the Tivat arsenal in the Bay of Kotor on
3 September 1927.25 Over the winter months she was
armed with six 83.5mm/55 M27 Skoda guns (one fore,

one aft, the remainder on the beam), plus four 47mm/44
and two 15mm Zbrojovka AA machine guns (also of
Czech origin). She was refitted in 1930, receiving a
control top on her foremast, with support struts making
it into a tripod. Primarily a training ship, making a
number of Mediterranean cruises, she was on occasion
also used as a flagship.

Service with the French Navy
In the meantime, the French and Italian navies had been
taking their ex-German cruisers into service.26 France
commissioned Metz (ex-Königsberg) in 1920, the

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sioned as Manila, she had four derricks which were also

rigged for two pairs of square and lug sails. Shortly after,

however, these were replaced by two simpler derricks

positioned between each pair of forward and after holds.

In December 1914 an Italian Navy commission led by

Alessandro Guidoni inspected Quarto while she was at

the Taranto Naval dockyard.5 On 9 January 1915 the

commission submitted a report to the Naval Staff in

which it recommended the requisition and the subse-

quent purchase of the ship, judging Quarto’s characteris-

tics suitable for conversion as a vessel which would have

a dual role as a seaplane carrier and a submarine tender. 

The Naval Staff endorsed the report and Quarto was

duly purchased for 740,000 lire.6 Meanwhile, the struc-

tural elements and other materials needed for the conver-

sion were fabricated and stored at La Spezia Naval dock-

yard. The ship arrived in La Spezia in early February

1915 and was later commissioned into the Regia Marina

as Europa. (The name referred not to the continent but

to the Greek mythological nymph Europa, who had been

kidnapped and seduced by Jupiter.7)

As with Elba, the design for the conversion of Europa

was drawn up by Alessandro Guidoni. Work began at La

Spezia on 20 February 1915 and proceeded quickly,

being completed in the first half of May 1915. It involved

the removal of much of the existing fittings and equip-

ment, including the two derricks and a number of the

large ventilation cowlings located on the upper deck and

the deckhouses. The technical requirements for the

conversion of Europa as a seaplane carrier were: the

construction of hangars, workshops, and store rooms for

spares and other materials; the adaptation of the holds to

accommodate the special tanks needed for the stowage

and pumping of aviation fuels and lubricants; the

creation of spaces for stowing broken-down seaplanes

(wings, fuselages, engines and other components); and

the fitting out of additional spaces for the officers and

men needed to maintain, handle and operate the

embarked seaplanes.

In addition, the requirements to operate Europa as a

submarine tender called for other features: the construc-

tion of workshops and facilities for recharging submarine

batteries; the adaptation of the existing holds for housing

other special tanks for the fuels and lubricants needed for

submarine propulsion engines/motors and auxiliary

equipment; the creation of store rooms for torpedoes and

submarine spares; and the fitting out of living spaces to

house submarine crews when the boats were not opera-

tional and moored alongside for rest and/or maintenance.

Europa’s relatively small beam (14.07 metres) was the

major issue to resolve because of the need to install two

large hangars needed for stowing the desired number of

seaplanes. A greater width of hull would also have been

advantageous for handling the embarked aircraft.

Moreover, the relatively high length/beam ratio (8.5) led

to poor transverse stability and seakeeping, and this

problem would be exacerbated by the weight of the

hangars and other heavy structures above the upper deck.

On the other hand, it was necessary to exploit fully the

available internal volume for workshops and living

spaces. It was therefore decided to embark several tens of

tons of lead ballast and to extend the forecastle deck over

the entire length of the hull. This solution led to the

creation of a new upper deck, officially called ‘canopy

deck’ because it became the foundation base for the

hangars, which were designated ‘canopies’. There were

long galleries on either side beneath the new deck which

provided light and ventilation for the corresponding

closed section of the former upper deck. A further pair of

galleries was located below the forward section of the

forward hangar, on both sides of the ship.

The forward and after hangars were 34 and 37 metres

long respectively. Both extended the full beam of the ship
